   
Question 1. Explain more fully the concept of Integrated Work and Learning Programs (IWLP). 

An IWLP gives some instructional time to classroom theoretical training, and also some time to learning on the job. There is effort to coordinate the theoretical instruction to what is relevant in the workplace. 
  

Question 2. Does “Industry-led” relate only to industrial worksites and training programs? 

The concept “industry-led” means that the training needs are defined in direct response to employers’ requirements. The training program presents the skills and knowledge necessary to perform a particular job and it does not provide more than what is necessary and sufficient for that job. This approach to training is not confined to any particular industry or sector. 

  

Question 3. What is meant by “Blanket purchase Agreement or an indefinite quantity contract?” 
This solicitation seeks to identify a provider or set of providers capable of providing all or part of the work described. This means all or part of the related work may be requested of qualifying providers over time. 

  

Question 4. What is meant by “operate a localized sub-awards management system to implement the pilot IWLP pilots according to USAID rules”? 

Part of the capacity sought is Pakistan-based organizational ability of the provider to oversee the financing of sub-contracts or awards for provision of classroom and on the job training or other required services.  Thus the provider’s capacity for financial management as well as monitoring and evaluation is relevant. 

Question 5. What is meant by three pilot demonstrations? 

A selected provider will demonstrate three different specific IWLP programs.  That means it will demonstrate how classroom and on the job experience are used together the prepare workers for three separate types of jobs.
